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The Prospect of Nationalism as the
Ruling Ideology in Kim Jong-il’s North Korea

Sang-In Jun, Ph.D.(RINU)

Even though North Korea is still in a serious trouble in terms of
economic conditions, the communist regime seems finally to have sur-
vived the global crisis of Marx-Leninism of the late 1980s and early
1990s. The 1994 US-DPRK Geneva agreement on the nuclear issue
not only endorsed a father-to-son succession of power, but also
resulted in the international recognition of the North Korean regime in
the post—Cold War era. Kim Jong-il’s North Korea now expects a
fresh new start.

Since the mid-1980s when Pyongyang began to face a series of
challenges, domestic as well as international, nationalism was reborn,
insisting on the superiority of North Korea’s own style of socialism or
socialism a la North Korea. The idea of Juche (self-reliance) began to
encourage the spirit of Korean nationalism at the expense of the
Marx-Leninist cliche, and Kim Jong-il, who was officially confirmed
as the power successor in 1980, played a key role in this gradual evolu-
tion of the ruling ideology. It is expected that this transformation will
continue under his regime.

~ Korean nationalism represents itself most remarkably in the theor-

ies of “Koreans first,” “socialism a /a North Korea,” “great unity of all
Koreans,” and the cultivation of “traditional culture.” Even though the
idea of nationalism has been nothing new because North Korea experi-
enced a “national communism” even from the beginning, nationalism

itself was something to be refrained from. Since the late 1980s,
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however, especially under the Kim Jong-il regime, Korean nationalism
has many reasons to be encouraged.

First, nationalism appears as an ideological alternative to socialism,
on its way out worldwide. In addition, it can fill in the blank of Juche
ideology caused by the death of Kim Il Sung. Second, as emphasis on
Korean nationalism, especially the idea of “pan-Korean unity,” will
prevent a German-style unification on the Korean peninsula. Third,
by underlining traditional cultural heritage, the Pyongyang leadership
expects to direct attention from for the current economic hardship.

Finally, when we regard the opening of the nation to the capitalist
world economy as inevitable and imminent, the North Korean regime
may expect, in the name of nationalism, an inflow of capital and tech-

nology from South Korea and Koreans abroad.

Prospects for Kim Jong-il Regime’s
Economic Policy

Sun-Song Park, Ph.D.(RINU)

The main proposition of this paper is that the reform and opening
policy initiated at the end of the Kim Il Sung era will be limited for
the moment, but Kim Jong-il will sooner or later return to his father’s
economic policy.

As a result of the economic crisis beginning in the early 1990s,
Kim Il Sung set the three years 1994-1996 as a readjustment period
and began to reform and open the North Korean economy by putting
priorities on agriculture, light-industry and trade. The principle of eco-
nomic policy would turn from autarkic and uneven to an opened and
balanced development, according to which policy investment should be
concentrated on agriculture and light industry. In order to find invest-
ment resources, trade should also be expanded. Economic organization
and management would then begin to be decentralized so as to height-
en economic efficiency. In addition, political and ideological control
was reinforced to minimize the effect of economic reform on North
Korean society. In a word, the economic reform in Kim Il Sung’s final
period is characterized on the one hand by the introduction of modern
rationality to the economic domain, on the other hand by the
reinforcement of political and ideological controls.

Kim Il Sung’s transformation of economic policy was a response
both to the long-term economic depression of North Korea and to the
global trend of system transition from socialist to capitalist. From this
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point of view the base of economic reform in the last period of Kim Il
Sung’s rule can be appfeciated as reasonable. |

Kim Jong-il’s regime seems to be continliing the reform and open-
ing policy. But for the moment to maintain the regime and the social-
ist socio-economic system la notre, he may stiffen economic policy
and reinforce political control in the economic domain with emphases
on consciousness and morality under Juche ideology to compensate for
his lack of political charisma.

Controlled and limited reform, however, will be unable to amelio-
rate North Korea’s economic crisis, and Kim Jong-il should return to
the more enlightened reform policy as soon as his regime stabilizes. In
such case, North Korea will cope with the problem of system trans-
ition and a reform policy will replace the current transition policy.
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Military Policy Prospects for the
Kim Jong-il Regime

Young Tai Jeung, Ph.D. (RINU)

If the logical structure of state security consists of the subject, ob-
ject and threatening factors, all these three factors are focussed in
North Korea upon the maintenance of the Kim Il Sung unitary regime.
The subject of the national security is Kim Il Sung, the object is the
Kim Il Sung unitary system and the threatening factor is any foreign
affairs that might influence the unitary system. North Korea’s military
policy is also based on such logic. North Korea has been excessively
building up its military and has been taking the offensive position.
This can all be understood in light of holding on to the Kim II Sung
unitary system and expansion of the system for regime security. In
fact, North Korea has been building up regime security in order (1) to
achieve forceful communization of South Korea and to maximize the
duration of the Kim Il Sung regime, (2) to enhance internal unity by
regimentation of the whole society, and (3) to secure autonomy from
China and the Soviet Union and build up defense capability against
the US military threat.

Since Kim Jong-il has replaced his father, there has been no change
in the fundamental security logic. Then what military policy will Kim
Jong-il adopt to consolidate his regime? Since the 1990s, North Korea
has been facing environmental changes such as the acceleration of re-
form and opening in China, East European socialist countries and the
Soviet Union. In the face of and the fall of the such circumstances, it

is upholding “our-style of socialism” and emphasizing ideological, po-
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litical and military armament against the wind of reforms blowing into
the country. Therefore, to maintain his regime Kim Jong-il will try to
stop the destabilizing factors from outside by emphasizing the Juche
ideology rather than by actively implementing reform and opening pol-
icies. In this context, although Kim Jong-il will for the time being
restrain from pursuing adventurous military hardline policy, he will
not renounce the policy priority on the military that is a precondition
for maintaining his regime. Instead of its past exhaustive military
buildup, North Korea will now try to sustain its military superiority by
acquiring offensive arms such as nuclear weapons and weapons of
mass destruction. At the same time, it will play a double-sided policy,
simultaneously easing tension on the peninsula by proposing talks in
arms reduction. By keeping the ambiguity of its nuclear weapon devel-
oping capability, North Korea will militarily check the United States
and South Korea, while continuing its reconciliatory peace offensive to
put the South into a dilemma and bring about confusion in its econo-
my. In the future, therefore, Kim Jong-il will persistently demand the
signing of the US-DPRK peace treaty, withdrawal of US troops from
South Korea and arms reduction to foster a quasi-peaceful mood on
the peninsula.
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Prospects for Kim Jong-il Regime’s
Policy Toward South Korea

Hyun-Joon Chon, Ph.D. (RINU)

Since the liberation, North Korea has set up as its state goal social-
ism over the whole peninsula, so South Korea and its ally the United
States have been North Korea’s enemies. Due to the depression of the
North Korean economy and degeneration of the socialist ideology,
Pyongyang’s goal to communize the Korean peninsula is now fading
away. The collapse of the socialist countries in 1989 in particular
forced North Korea to change its fundamental policy. However, it is
still setting up South Korea as its enemy state for the maintenance of
its regime, meanwhile attempting reconciliation with the United
States. Despite the death of Kim Il Sung, therefore, there seems to be
no foreseeable policy change toward South Korea. Kim Jong-il has em-
phasized that he will follow the teachings of the departed Kim Il Sung.
Then what will be the concrete content of North Korea’s policy toward
South Korea?

First, in order to reinforce the weakened antagonism that is coming
from the attempts to improve relations with the United States, North
Korea will increase the denunciation against South Korea as its main
enemy because North Korean solidarity has always been maintained
through the people’s view of a common enemy. Sudden disappearance
an enemy would weaken the unity and result in political and psycho-
logical anomie among the people, which in turn would lead to the col-
lapse of the system as a whole.

Second, as was the case in the Kim Il Sung era, Kim Jong-il will
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emphasize its “united front for the national unification.” It is predict-
ed that he will strongly denounce the South while applying, based on
the theory of nationalism, Pyongyang’s united-front strategy and play-
ing upon the economic and social class oppositions in the South. Such
united front strategy presupposes the realization of unification by
federation in accordance with the teachings of Kim Il Sung, and it will
consolidate the Kim Jong-il regime.

Third, Kim Jong-il seems to be relieved of the US onslaught
against North Korea that threatened him following the collapse of the
socialist countries in 1989. He has regained confidence in regime
maintenance by reaching an accord with the United States in high-
level talks. He will now try to procure economic gains through
activating a controlled economic opening in special economic zones
and use the profits to enhance military capability and to raise the liv-
ing standard of his people, thereby fulfilling the dual goals of military
and economic growth. Although he knows that the North Korean econ-
omy needs South Korea’s capital to vitalize the economic special
zones, based on the united front strategy he will try to exclude the par-
ticipation of the ROK government and make direct selective contact

with South Korean enterprises.
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The Succession of Kim Jong-il and the
Prospects for the Normalization of
Japan—-North Korean Relations

Dong-~jin Chun, Ph.D.(RINU)

After the death of Kim Il Sung on 8 July 1994, the transition of
power to designated heir Kim Jong-il appears to have proceeded
smoothly in North Korea. But North Korea under Kim Jong-il’s reign
is confronted with enormous challenges. North Korea’s economy
shrank by more than twenty percent over the past four years.
Resulting hardship in ordinary life and severe food shortages among
North Korea inhabitants could lead directly to a regime crisis. North
Korea is thus obliged to open its economy attentively to the other
Western countries including Japan in order to procure their economic
assistance and solicit their investments.

On the other hand, Japan welcomes the Geneva accord signed on
21 October 1994 between the US and North Korea regarding the nu-
clear issue and the diplomatic normalization as an event that will facil-
itate the negotiation for diplomatic normalization between Japan and
North Korea. Japan under socialist Prime Minister Tomiichi
Murayama is eager to normalize diplomatic relations with North
Korea in order to extend Japanese influence to the entire Korean
peninsula.

There are some elements, however, that limit any sudden normali-
zation between the two countries. First, they have to resolve various
problems through negotiation such as the suspicion over past North

Korean nuclear activities. There also needs a Japanese apology and
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compensation for violence during the colonial period. Second,
Japanese political parties are forming groups of two or three for the
election anticipated in 1995 under the new electoral system passed 21
November 1994. Japanese coalition government is so unstable that no
political leader would be determined to take an active role in the nego-
tiation process.

Third, Japanese cooperative relations with South Korea and the
United States in the political and strategic realm will restrain the rapid
progress of negotiation.

Negotiations over the normalization of diplomatic relations be-
tween Japan and North Korea, interrupted after the eighth round in
November 1992, will thus be reopened at the beginning of next year,
but it will take some years for the two countries to achieve full diplo-
matic relations.

Diplomatic normalization and resulting Japanese economic
assistance to North Korea will in the short term improve North Kore-
an economic difficulties, but it will not be able to resolve all the
economic problems due to the lack of reform in the North Korean po-
litico-economic system. Normalization between the two countries will
allow Japan to increase not only its economic role but also its politico-

security role on the Korean peninsula.
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Social Transformation in North Korea:
Focus on the Prospects for
the Development of the Second Society

North Korean society is generally understood as a typical totali-
tarian society. It functions through Juche ideology and a command
economic system that is under a uniform structure and single-value
system. If the Soviet Union and the East European socialist countries
collapsed due to the growth within of a second society, at which stage
of development of such a second society can we say North Korea may
be at present? Or is it completely different from the other socialist
countries?

This article analyzes the social mobilization capacity, population
composition, class structure, personality structure, elite structure and
economic structure in North Korea to look into the development of a
second society. As a result of the analyses of these six factors, North
Korea is assessed to be a Stalinist, power-centralized social system,
but it is experiencing structural diversifications of society. Besides the
official social sectors, unofficial sectors are developing in North Korea.

Such structural diversifications were the main factor of the collapse
of the Soviet Union and the East European socialist countries. There-
fore this has quite an implication for North Korea as well. It is no
longer valid to view North Korea as a uniform society. The sudden
collapse of the Soviet Union, which had apparently been stable, was
due to the intensification of this dual structure. A second society is

also developing in North Korea, though it is still weak. Irrespective of
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the will of the leadership, structural diversification is under progress in
North Korea and is resulting in changes in the consciousness of the
people.

Such fact implies that the private sphere is developing in the domi-
nant collective society of North Korea. This means that North Korean
society, formerly dominated by the political initiative of Kim Il Sung
and Kim Jong-il, is rendering room for the expansion of the private
sphere.
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Institutional Problems of the Fundamental
Rights Safeguards in North Korea

The small number of people who have escaped frorh North Korean
detention camps, including workers in the Russian Far East logging
camps, have provided evidence that tens of thousands of people have
been detained under various forms of arbitrary arrest in extremely
harsh conditions, and that thousands more appear to have been vic-
tims of unacknowledged imprisonment, torture and summary execu-
tion. In addition, international human rights organizations such as
Amnesty International (AI), Asian Watch and the Minnesota Lawyers
International Human Rights Committee (MLIHRC) have also pointed
out that North Korea is the world’s worst example among human
rights situations today.

In particular, according to recent Al reports (24 March 1993, 24
March 1994), capital punishment has been widely used in North
Korea as a penalty for a variety of crimes including political offenses.
Prisoners sentenced to death are displayed and executed at public
meetings or in front of assembled inmates. In addition many political
prisoners appear to have been detained without charge or trial, Trials,
if they are carried out, appear to be grossly unfair.

In a democracy these violations of fundamental rights are beyond
imagination, but in North Korea formal human rights safeguards
appear to have been institutionally disregarded in various aspects.

This article thereupon analyzes the institutional problems of human

rights safeguards in North Korea’s internal and international law, and
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seeks improvement measures. It is also hoped that this article can ren-
der an outlook on the human rights situation under the Kim Jong-il
regime.

Even though North Korea ratified the International Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR) and the International Covenant on
Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ICESCR) in 1981, these Cove-
nants appear not to have been fully put into practice. North Korea has
reserved the so—called optional clause (Article 41 of ICCPR) and op-
tional protocols of ICCPR, which provided implemental measures of
the Covenants. Moreover, it has so far failed to submit its second
report on its implementation of the ICCPR to the Human Rights
Committee—this has been overdue since 1987. No organizations with-
in North Korea are permitted to monitor human rights conditions or
to observe violations. North Korea does not belong to any internation-
al human rights organizations, and has ignored visit offers of organiza-
tions such as Al, Asia Watch, and others.

In the light of law and in practice, it is necessary to maintain a pos-
itive attitude toward violations of fundamental rights in North Korea.
Some suggestions to improve the human rights situation in North
Korea are the following.

First, ways of exploring improvements of human rights in North
Korea would be possible through mutual contacts between North and
South Korea. As yet there is no agreement between them regarding
human rights problems. “The Agreement on Reconciliation,
Nonaggression, Cooperation and Exchange between North and South
Korea,” signed in December 1991 and effected in February 1992, does
not contain any clauses concerning human rights. Henceforth, it is de-
sirable that some agreements between North and South Korea be

reached on human rights problems; for instance the so-called Charters
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of Korean Commonwealth, which would assume the second stage of
the “Unification Formula for the Korean National Community” af-
firmed by President Kim Young Sam on 15 August 1994 could con-
tain such measures.

Second, endeavors to improve human rights should run parallel
with measures of international nuclear safeguards. In this respect, it is
hoped that a regional convention concerning human rights be adopted
in the Asia-Pacific area, similar to the European Convention on
Human Rights and Fundamental Freedom and the American Conven-
tion on Human Rights. It is necessary for all regional nations to per-
suade North Korea to be take part in international cooperation and to
play an active role in the improvement of human rights.

Third, on a long-term basis it is consequential for North Korea to
increase openness in policies, and to democratize its isolated society
more effectively. This will ultimately contribute to the improvement of
the human rights situation in North Korea. On that account, it would
be quite desirable to activate economic exchange and cooperation be-
tween North and South Korea, which will eventually open and reform
North Korean society.

At present the Kim Jong-il regime confronts an economic crisis
and international isolation due to changing domestic and foreign envi-
ronments. To find a way out of these difficulties Pyongyang will ex-
tend its controlled and partial open-door policies. To maintain its re-
gime Kim Jong-il regime will have to adopt more realistic policies,
even while it does have a need for ideological control over its people.
It is thereby prospected that the Kim Jong-il regime will continue to
repress and subject its citizens to rigid controls, under its policy of

“our-style socialism.”
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A Methodological Approach to the
Transformation of the North Korean
Economic System

Since German unification, discussion of the issue of unification of
the Korean peninsula can be said to be focussed on whether to carry
out a gradual or rapid unification. Despite the importance of how,
after unification, to transform the North Korean economy to a market
economy, there has as yet been no systematic discussion on the mat-
ter. In this article, based on the assumption that the two Koreas will
have achieved political integration, attempts are made to examine a ra-
tional way to integrate the two economic systems. The focus is placed
on the question, if North Korea’s “our-style socialism” is to undergo
system transformation to a market economy as did East Germany, the
East European socialist countries, China and the Soviet Union, which
method and process would be desirable.

The article first presents its concept, condition and method of
system transition, and examines the cases of East Germany and
Hungary as well as the monetary reforms of West Germany that were
implemented in 1948.

For a socialist economic system to change to a market the following
legal and institutional devices should be adopted and enforced. First is
price liberalization. Second, free market entrance by both producer
and consumer, as well as market withdrawal, should be legally and
institutionally guaranteed. Profit and surplus acquired in market

activities should be ascribed to the producers and consumers them-
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selves. Third, an open economy should be realized that permits free
foreign trade and capital transfer.

Two methods can be considered. First would be the application of
shock therapy (as in East Germany); the other would be a gradual ap-
proach (as in Hungary and some other East European socialist coun-
tries).

Shock therapy implies an overall enforcement of the main policies
required in establishing market economy and liberal democracy. In
contrast, gradualism suggests step-by-step system transition through
reform under the existing central planning mechanism. |

To integrate a socialist system into a market economy it would be
rational, first, to achieve economic liberalization after political integra-
tion through applying shock to the socialist economy. After the social-
ist economy had acquired some capacity within the market, then inte-
gration .of the two economies would be the next step. Transformation
of the North Korean economy would follow.

The following factors should be taken into consideration in trans-
forming the North Korean economic system. First, shock therapy
should be utilized. Second, enterprises impossible to be privatized but
which are yet competitive should be vitalized by running them as state
enterprises. Third, rather than investment subsidy, wage subsidy
should be provided to firms that are competitive but which require
support. Fourth, after unification, workers in the northern region
should be guaranteed employment security through the enterprises con-
cerned. Such security, however, should be excluded for workers who
wish to emigrate south. Fifth, the issue of North Korean wages should
be put under the function of the market mechanism, thus making an
increase in productivity a precondition for wage hikes. Sixth, for ex-
changes between the two Koreas it would be desirable to set the ex-

change rate in accordance with market value.
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Socialist Systems Collapse and the Vision
of the New Left: With Special Reference to
Miliband, Laclau and Mouffe

The collapse of socialist systems of the East European countries
and the Soviet Union was one of the most significant events in con-
temporary human history. On the one hand, it brought about the
emergence of a new world order by which the old communist block
has been incorporated into the capitalist system. On the other hand, it
surprised social scientists and intellectuals, who had not been able to
predict such a historical event. How the leftist intellectuals have
responded to that event, however, is also our important concern. This
paper compares Ralf Miliband, Ernesto Laclau and Chantal Mouffe,
who have presented theories of radical social transformation, and then
examines their views on the collapse of the socialist systems and on
the intellectual trend that followed.

Miliband, as a faithful Marxist, emphasized the social transforma-
tion by the working class. Of course, he did acknowledge that due to
the development of capitalism, the working class has lost its meaning
of the ‘universal class’ representing the demands of various segments
of a society. He also admitted that this is why the new social move-
ments have spread in advanced capitalist societies. However, he ar-
gued that the main driving force for social transformation still has to
be the working class, because produétion relations in which workers
are exploited by the bourgeoisie is the main source of evil.

Unlike Miliband. Laclau and Mouffe criticized the classical Marxist
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‘class reductionism’ on the ground that the working class in contempo-
rary capitalist societies has been divided due to the emergence of white
collar workers. They maintained that the driving force for social trans-
formation is unfixed and plural. This is not only because antagonism
is diverse in contemporary society but also because it occurs in
production relations as well as in various other aspects of social life.
Accordingly, the working class can no longer stand as a privileged
segment for social transformation.

Despite the differences between Miliband, Laclau and Moulffe, they
have in common been critical to the scholars of the New Right, who
support liberal democracy based on market economy and cheer on the
collapse of the socialist systems. Miliband denounced Francis
Fukuyama’s theme of the ‘end of history’ through the decay of social-
ism; he sought to differentiate between his own conception of social-
ism and the socialist systems of history. On the other hand, even
though Laclau and Mouffe have not responded to the breakdown of
socialism or to Fukuyamé’s theme, they have indeed denounced neo-
liberalism and neo-conservatism in that these intellectual trends

distort and limit the concept of democracy.
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
