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Kim Jong II’s Political Base for Power
Succession and His Policy Direction

Hyun-joon Cheon. Ph. D. (RINU)

The major purpose of this study is to analyze how solid the power
base of Kim Jong Il — the leader of the next generation who will be
working with us in solving the problems of the Korean peninsula in
the post-Kim It Sung period. Therefore, this study attempts to exam-
ine whether Kim Jong Il takes full control of the Party and the mili-
tary and whether he enjoys public support. The logical question that
needs to be addressed here is: How long can Kim Jong II’s regime sur-
vive after the death of his father? Finally, the policy directions of Kim
Jong 11 during his time in power will be summarized.

In North Korea where political power is maintained through three
subsystems — the Party, government and military — it is critical for
anyone who would like to be the supreme leader to support among the
powef elites in order to consolidate his own power base. To categorize
the power elites in detail, they are: 1) Kim Il Sung’s partisan guerrilla
faction; 2) high-ranking officials of the government and Party who are
mostly in their 50s and 60s. They are well trained by the practice at
the Secretary Bureau of the Party or through studies and travel in for-
eign countries; 3) graduates from the Mankyongdae Revolutionary
school and Kim 1l Sung University; 4) the members of three former
revolutionary groups; 5) Kim Jong II’s close associates within the mili-
tary and the Party members who are also in the military; and 6) rela-

tives and close family members of Kim Jong Il
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Not only is Kim Jong II’s power base extraordinarily broad as illus-
trated above, but also his vertical power base includes the old genera-
tion (those over 60), people in their prime (those areund'SO), and the
young generations (those in their between 30s and 40s). Maintaining
political power in North Korea depends largely on whether Kim Jong
11 will be able to control the Party. Taking control of the Party means
not only controlling the Party’s political bureau but also the Party’s
secretarial bureau. It should be noted that Kim Jong Il fully controls
the power elite by monopolizing the means of violence through mobi-
lizing the members of organizational leaders within such institutions as
the Bureau of National Defense (Gukka Bowi Bu), Bureau of Societal
Security (Sahoe Anjon Bu), and the People’s Army. On the other hand,
power cannot be maintained by enforcement measures only. Rather, it
should be sustained by voluntary compliance from the masses. Kim
Jong Il, therefore, depends on symbolic manipulation. First, he beauti-
fies anecdotes and history. Second, by building symbolic and com-
memorative structures, he intends to induce public obedience.

Then, how supportive are the North Korean people of Kim Jong II’s
leadership? Some argue that Kim Jong Il has genuine leadership quali-
ties, is brave enough to deal with difficult problems and can solve
them appropriately. In particular, he has artistic talent and has con-
tributed to boosting the North Korean peoples’ self-esteem and inte-
gration capability. This is why he can earn the respect of his fellow
people.

The remaining question is this: How long can Kim Jong Il survive
once he takes power. There are various expectations on this issue.
They are: 1) negative schools on the feasibility of succession; and 2) a
kind of collapse theory in which many greatly differ in measuring the

likely duration of Kim Jong II’s regime. Some argue that it will last
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only 3 minutes while some say that it can continue for more than
three years. The dominant view among them is that Kim Jong II’s
power will probably collapse within a year or so. 3) Others hold that
Kim Jong Il can maintain his power for several years. Despite the di-
lemmas faced by North Korean communism, Kim Jong Il has his own
merits and therefore, his regime will be able to survive for more than
five years.

With regard to Kim Jong II’s policy direction, it is generally expect-
ed that his policy will be oriented toward reform and openness. In
fact, there is no other way but reform if it were to survive the regime.
Politically, Kim Jong II’s regime will continuously be based on the the-
ory of trihities which comprise Kim Il Sung, the Party and the theory
of socio-political organism with an emphasis on - - our own socialism
centered on masses. Economically, Kim Jong II’s regime will open the
North, very selectively, that is, like filtering through a “mosquito net.”
Militarily, they will keep calling for arms reduction and adoption of a
peace treaty while developing hightech weapons because of (perceived)
continuing threats from the neighboring major powers.

Externally, Kim Jong II's regime will enhance relations with the
United States and Japan in order to end the North’s isolation. In the
meantime, it is likely that Kim will play them against each other in
order to maximize the benefits of immulating the Chinese policy of
equal-distance toward the U.S. and the Soviet Union during the
1970s. With regard to its southern policy, the Kim Jong II’s regime
will try to work hard to end the antagonistic stance. Although Pyong-
yang will never wish to see a rapid breakthrough in the inter-Korean
relationship, it will continue to allow the South-North dialogue.
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The North Korean Economy and its Political
Leadership: Problems and Future
Prospects in the 1990s

North Korea is facing a growing economic crisis due to three major
factors. In 1990, it produced only 4.8 million tons of grain (rice and
corn) compared to the minimum of 6 million tons necessary to feed its
people. 1990 coal production was only 33 million tons, compared to
43.3 million tons in 1989, and there is a desperate shortage of oil. In
1990 Russia, North Korea’s largest oil supplier, cut supplies to 1/10th
of the previous supply. Additionally, North Korea’s foreign debt now
stands at US$ 7.8 billion, and now that imports from Russia and
China have to be paid for with hard currency, the problem of foreign
exchange shortage is likely to intensify.

Given these severe economic problems, the North Korean leadership
responsible for the economy are showing great enthusiasm for trade
with market economies, and are looking for trade opportunities in
Asia, including South Korea. They have revitalized their efforts to ini-
tiate new Joint Ventures. In 1984 North Korea introduced Joint Ven-
ture legislation designed to attract foreign capital: as a result North
Korea is now producing men’s suits (their most successful Joint Ven-
ture) as well as pianos and agricultural products). Top officials
responsible for trade and investment in North Korea have announced
plans to liberalize Joint Venture legislation so as to attract more for-
eign investment. North Korea is also planning to set up special eco-

nomic zones in Sonbong and Rajin near the Tumen River, and is in-
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terested in participating in the Tumen River Development Project ini-
tiated by the United Nations Development Program.

Meanwhile North Korea is attempting to engage in economic ex-
changes and cooperation with South Korea. Since 1988 North Korea
has exported 300 types of goods and materials to South Korea, worth
US$ 151.3 million, and imported 331 different types of goods from
South Korea, worth US$ 8 million. Kim Il Sung invited leading South
Korean businessmen, including Daewoo Group chairman Kim, Woo-
Choong, offering them the opportunity to invest directly in the North.
In summary, North Korea’s bad economic situation is steering their
leadership toward establishing strong economic links with Seoul.

In the coming years North Korea will continue with its “economic
opening up” policies, namely: export-oriented trade, relaxed Joint
Venture laws, active participation in international development pro-
grams, development of special economic zones and economic ties with
the South.

This type of economic cooperation with South Korea is potentially
profitable and will assist in a smooth transition of power from Kim Il
Sung to his son Jong Il. But barriers remain to the development of the
“economic opening up” policies, most notably the lack of progress in
allaying Western fears over North Korea’s nuclear weapons program,
and the continuation of strict controls and restrictions on North Kore-
an society. The likely sealing of free trade zones, to prevent any unnec-
essary contact between the North Korean people and outsiders, and
any penetration of outside information into North Korean society
should also be mentioned.

In the light of these facts, North Korea has few options other than
to follow in China’s footsteps (economic but not political reform) at

present. But North Korea seems to have the capability to survive for a
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few more years despite its economic hardships, because of its people’s
indoctrination with the “Juche” ideology, and their total isolation for
more than four decades. Nevertheless, there will be limits to North
Korea’s economic recovery unless they initiate economic and political
reforms, which may not be forthcoming under the present regime. This
is the dilemma that the North Korean leadership now has to resolve.
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North Korean Relations with Japan and the
United States : Issues and Prospects

The purpose of this paper is to survey the present condition and
prospects in North Korean relations with Japan and the Uhited States.
The topic is so vast that this paper is limited to only three questions.

First, what are the background issues and intentions of North
Korea, Japan and the United States? Second, what are the issues be-
tween North Korea and Japan, and the United States? And third, how
will the nuclear and compensation issues be resolved? This third broad
question also involves two other points: What are the promotional
and restraining factors facing normalization between North Korea and
Japan vis-a-vis the United States? And when and how will relations
between North Korea & Japan vis-a-vis the United States be norma-
lized?

To answer these questions, this paper uses Michael Brecher’s model
and the James N. Roseuau’s hypothesis. First, the intentions of North
Korea, Japan and the United States, respectively, are to solve the eco-
nomic crisis and diplomatic isolation; increase political influence in
Northeast Asia; and maintain hegemony in this area during the new
detente period. Second, normalization talks between North Korea and
Japan have been held seven times. There are four agenda items (basic
problems, economic problems, international problems, and other prob-
lems). The critical issues are nuclear inspection (international and

South-North) and compensation problems.
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Third, North Korea now seems to have a “limited foreign economic
opening policy.” So the nuclear inspection issue (especially South-
North mutual inspection) will be resolved according to Japan’s willing-
ness (a right of claim and economic cooperation) after the nuclear in-
spection issue is solved.

The promotional factors of normalization are the breakdown of the
ideological confrontation between the two triangle systems, which have
lasted during the Cold war years in Northeast Asia, the strengthening
of China’s reform and open door policy, South Korea’s July 7th decla-
ration and Northern policy, North Korea’s political succession prob-
lem and economic crisis, Japan's desire to improve its economic and
political power, and the U.S. desire to maintain hegemony in North-
east Asia. Restraining factors are the skepticism of Korea and the
United States, national grievances due to Japanese colonialism and an-
tagonistic attitude, solidarity between communist North Korea and
China, and North Korea’s dilemma in choosing between entrenchment
and openness.

After all, first the normalization of diplomatic ties will be realized
either in the latter half of 1992 or the first half of 1993. Next, im-
proved ties between North Korea and the United States will be a-
chieved in the coming years. But if the nuclear inspection issue is not
resolved in September this year, then North Korean relations with

Japan and the United States will become strained.

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The Two Koreas  Socio-Political Structures
and the Inter-Korean Relationship

Bae-ho Hahn, Ph. D.(Professor of Korea University)

When we mention the issue of peace on the Korean Peninsula, we
usually discuss fundamental conflicts of values and interests between
the two societies, military conflict, and alliance relationships with
major powers. But conflicts arising in each society must be equally
addressed in our discussions. The political systems of both societies
are different in terms of political institutionalization, ideology, elite re-
cruitment, and political mobilization. The most fundamental differ-
ence seems to be the characteristic of state society relations. Therefore,
state society relations between the South and the North must be the
major focus of this analysis.

In the South, the export-oriented industrialization policy adopted
and promoted by the state since the 1960s, has accelerated the diffu-
sion of social structure. As a result, the state has attained a superior
position over civil society through means of control and attraction. On
the other hand, industrialization not only resulted in the expansion of
state capacity but also put the state society relationship in a new stage
in which change is necessary due to the expansion of civil society
caused by to the rapid increase of labor and the middle class.

In a new kind of state society relations in South Korea, state power
will be more pluralized with increased political participation by the
people. the state must intervene in the disputes between capital and

labor more assertively and solve distributive injustice institutionally.
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In other words, future state society relations in South Korea will be
such that both the pluralistic perspective and corporatist perspective
are appropriately mixed into the Korean standpoint. Also, it can be
said that future South Korean state society relations must be more bal-
anced.

North Korea’s political system can be regarded as an “unbalanced

mobilization system” by exclusively- focusing on economic develop-
ment that is based on the principle of “revolution from above.”
North Korea has maintained its social integrity not only by giving a
minimum amount of material rewards but also through tight control
and manipulation of ideology. The primary characteristic of state soci-
ety relations in North Korea is rigid control forcibly exercised by the
state. Therefore, in North Korea there is no need to distinguish the
state from society because the society is severely penetrated by state
control. The state has never allowed other organizations to have auton-
omy in its society nor their resistance against the state.

According to recent reports on the North Korean situation, there are
symptoms which indicate the deepening of social conflicts despite the
tight control of the state for several decades. The conflicts faced by
North Korean society are similar to those of other socialist countries;
therefore, they can be called “systemic conflicts.” This also illustrates
the fundamental limitation of modernization through the principle of
revolution from above. As time goes by, public demands for a better
life will increase and conflict between values of the future world and
the present world will deepen.

Inter-Korean conflict has three charateristics: 1) causal factors for
conflict are rigid and sharp; 2) there is no third party to mediate the
two sides; and 3) there is no effective rule to regulate conflicts be-

tween the two.
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In order to settle the conflict peacefully, first of all, both parties
need ethical standards of peaceful cbmpetition; second, to build mutu-
al confidence; and third, to secure open communication routes be-
tween the two sides. Above all, both parties must stamp out rule by vi-
olence and institutionalize the peaceful approach to eradicate socio-po-
litical conflicts. Finally, it should be emphasized that socio-political
changes within both societies are important preconditions for building
peace on the Korean Peninsula.

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Nuclear Negotiations on the Korean
Peninsula : Current Status and Future Prospects

Seong W. Cheon, Ph. D. (RINU)

Since the late 1980s, North Korea’s nuclear weapons development
program has become a critical issue threatening the security of North-
east Asia as well as the Korean peninsula. The fact that the IAEA’s
safeguards mechanism is not effective enough to thoroughly inspect a
country determined to develop nuclear weapons, as shown by Iraq, has
caused the international community as well as South Korea to prepare
a firm plan of action.

This paper consists of three parts. First, the two Koreas’ policies on
the nuclear problem are analyzed. North Korean nuclear policy is char-
acterized as “the nuclear weapons free zone of the Korean peninsula”
and “the denial of nuclear weapons development.” On the other hand,
the nuclear policy of South Korea is summarized as the denuclea-
rization of the Korean peninsula. Second, the history of and the on-
going negotiations on the nuclear issue are examined according to the
four different stages. Finally, three scenarios of the ongoing bilateral
inspection negotiations are presented with respect to inspection objects
and procedures.

One thing that concerns us is the possibility of the bilateral inspec-
tion regime emerging which only has symbolic meaning with no sub-
stance at all. If North Korea allays international concerns through
IAEA inspections, South Korean insistence on mutual inspection has

less justification and conversely, the North Korean position is
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strengthened which seems to be the North’s strategy at this stage in
order to deal with the Korean nuclear problem.

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Strategic and Economic Realignment in
the East Asian Order

Byung-Joon Ahn, Ph. D. (Professor of Yonsei University)

As we enter the 1990s the East Asian region is undergoing a strate-
gic and economic realignment by revealing a loose “rectarchy”
resulting from ongoing bilateral interaction among four powers, i.e.,
China, Japan, Russia and the U.S., and by an economic regionalism
being formed among many actors including the Newly Industrializing
and Association of Southeast Asian Nations countries plus Canada,
New Zealand, Australia, Hong Kong and Taiwan as shown in the Asia
Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC) process.

We can discern six broad trends in this perspective. First, the strate-
gic and political environment in East Asia is different from that in Eu-
rope in that there are asymmetry, diversity, socialism and regional dis-
putes; as a result there is neither a single threat commonly perceived
nor a multilateral structure of security cooperation throughout the re-
gion. ,
Second, major power relations consist primarily of a bilateral nature
and such relations have improved substantially as indicated, for exam-
ple, in Sino-Soviet and Sino-Vietnam relations. The socialist countries
and Russia are facing political uncertainty and therefore, are likely to
be preoccupied with tackling their domestic problems for some time to
come; this prompts Japan to assert a more independent political role
and the U.S. to play a balancing role. The most imminent threat to re-

gional security now is North Korea’s nuclear weapons and ballistic
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missiles programs.

Third, socialism is Surviving in the region mainly because it is link-
ed to nationalism, guarded by the first generation leadership, helped
by the historical legacy of having experienced the state before civil so-
ciety, and supported by the relative success of the economic reforms
implemented before political reforms are carried out. But it is on the
defensive against the changes rising in its environment. Faced with in-
evitable generational change, the information revolution, economic in-
terdependence and urban middle classes, China, Vietnam and North
Korea are yet to sustain a viable “socialist developmental state” com-
bining the roles of state and market mechanism; by and large, the
ASEAN countries seem to be trying to emulate the experiences of
these Northeast Asian countries.

Fourth, as the barriers of the Cold War are lowered and ‘the forces
of market mechanism are penetrating several geographically proximate
subregions, there are emerging new “Continuous Economic Zones” :
Greater China among South China, Hong Kong and Taiwan; Indochi-
na among Vietnam, Thailand and Cambodia; Greater Singapore
among Singapore, Indonesia and Malaysia; and Greater Korea among
North and South Korea, Japan, North China and Russian Far East. As
a regionwide effort for multilateral economic cooperation, APEC is
emerging as a loose organization of open and soft regionalism. ‘

Fifth, the impact of these changes on regional conflicts has been to
localize them so that the parties can settle them among themselves. As
a result, there have occurred the high;lével talks between North and
South Korea, a cease-fire agreement signed among the warring factions
in Cambodia, the negotiations over the Northern Territories between
Japan and Russia, and some indications of dialogues even between

China and Taiwan.

Sixth, in facilitating leadership and cooperation in the East Asian re-
gion, bilateral negotiation has been responsible for tackling security
and economic issues between the parties directly involved; various
forms of collective or multilateral forums have been proposed to dis-
cuss subregional issues of nuclear proliferation, confidence-building
measures including economic cooperation; and regional forums like
APEC have been developed to discuss common economic problems.
Before a common structure of security and cooperation like CSCE is
established, however, it will be inevitable for the U.S. and Japan to
share a division of roles in such a way that the U.S. can assume more
security roles and Japan more economic and political roles commensu-

rate with its economic power.

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American Defense Budget Cuts and Policy
toward Northeast Asia

Defense budget reflects the national priorities and the basic tenets of
foreign policy of a country. American defense budget has been the
principal target of much political debate, which arose with the advent
of a new international security environment and got more serious
amid faltering (in relative terms) US economy. Despite mounting pres-
sure toward greater cuts, however, US defense budget is not likely to
shrink as fast as many liberals in Congress want.

This paper explores international and domestic factors contributing
to US government’s retaining the bulk of the defense budget of the
Cold War era. First, the traditional geopolitical rivalry between any
potentially great continental power in Eurasia and the US as a sea
power, as well as the political uncertainty in the continent after the fall
of the USSR, constitutes a major rationale for a large defense budget
in the US. Second, Japan and Germany are gaining a new internation-
al status and likely to challenge American unilateral leadership in the
new world order. While the US tries to accomodate expanded roles of
the two rival partners, it feels need to maintain politico-military lead-
ership over them. Third, US leaders warn against growing danger of
regional contingencies around the world, which is increasingly threat-
ening with the proliferating nuclear and other mass-killing military
technologies to various Third World countries. In addition, US strate-

gists often believe the international relatons in East Asia is dominated
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by inherently greater instability than other regions like Europe.

These factors provide American political realists, those who control
US foreign policy, with real and imaginary rationales to resist greater
defense cuts. As for domestic reasons for the continuing large defense
expenditures, three points can be made. First, a strong power bloc
prefering active and interventionist role of the US persists: the de-
fense-industrial complex and the multinational corporate elite. Second,
while the macro and long-term effects of defense cuts on US economy
are unclear and not visible, any cuts in specific military programs and
closures of military bases in US territory bring immediate and visible
negative impacts to the economic interests of concerned corporations
and regions. This leads Congress to take contradictory attitudes: it ar-
gues for defense cuts in general but against cuts in specific military
programs. Finally, conservative politico-economic perspectives persist
as guiding principles for US leadership. The Reaganite ideas for strong
defense and less welfare did not lose much force, for various political
and economic reasons, even in Bush era. This conservatism works for
maintaining conservative foreign policy perspectives, partly because it
continues to weaken the political driving force for transférring more
resources from defense to domestic social programs.

Consequently, the basic tone of US foreign policy in the post-Cold
War era did not change much: they are still based on what we can call
a realist internationalism, which envisages an active, interventionist
US leadership around the world. What this means practically is that
US leaders will not accept defense cuts larger than 20-25% of the pres-
ent level for the five-year-long period of 1992-1996.

This implies, and stems from the fact, that the fundamental goals
and instruments of US foreign policy of the Cold War era are kept
almost intact. First, the US will work hard to maintain the bilateral
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alliances with Japan and South Korea. Second, although the forward
-deployed US forces in East Asia will be reduced in its size, the for-
ward deployment itself as a strategic doctrine will seldom change for
the forseeable future. Furthermore, the concept of nucler deterrence,
with its concomittant strategies of nuclear first-strike option and nu-
clear umbrella for US allies in this region, is still prominent in the
strategic thinking of the US leadership.

It is noteworthy, however, that changes in international and domes-
tic environments prompted some flexibilities in US policies. The most
significant policy shift is greater US willingness to explore multilateral
approach in international affairs. As a part of this change, the US
seems ready to promote Japanese participation in dealing with security
affairs, including those concerning Korean peninsula, reflecting US de-
sire to elicit more Japanese cooperation in maintaining US leadership
in this region and beyond. This aspect of US policy deserves serious
attention as it is likely to have far-reaching implications for future in-
ternational dealings in East Asia and the unification process on the
Korean peninsula.

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Prospect for Change in Chinese
Political System

Ilpyong Kim , Ph. D.(Professor of University‘ of Connecticut)

Drawing on-a theoretical framework of “The Origins, Process, and
Outcomes of Great Political Reform” by Michel Oksenberg and Bruce
Dickson, this study has evaluated “the Prospect for Change in Chinese
Political System” with a special focus on the conflict between the con-
servative and reformist forces.

In assessing the achievements of the reform and open door policy of
Deng Xiaoping for a period of more than a decade(1978~1992), this
article attempted to draw a positive conclusion that the reform policy
has been a successful one despite the fact that there has developed a
conflict between the two contradictory policy perspectives.

By analyzing the highest policymaking machinary such as the Stand-
ing Committee of the Politburo, the Politburo, and the Central Com-
mittee of the Chinese Committee Party(CCP), the author classified the
political elites of China in terms of the reformist faction and the Con-
servative faction. The conflicts between the conservative and reform-
ist perspectives could be traced to the Hundred Flowers Campaign of
1957 and the Cultural Revolution of 1960s and 1970s, however, the
reform policy of Deng Xiaoping resulted in a different kind of policy
conflicts in the process of leadership change and of reforming the
administrative system to implement the reform policy in the 1980s.

There is no disagreement among the leaders of the Chinese Commu-

nist Party when they adopted the goal of reform and open door policy
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but the split came about when they held the different perspectives on
the speed and nature of political change in the process of implement-
ing the reform policy. Deng Xiaoping has successfully balanced power
between the two forces and coordinated the policy outcomes.

It is a tentative conclusion that the reform policy of Deng Xiaoping
is likely to continue despite the setback of the Tiananmen Square Inci-
dent of 1989 and the political change would inevitably take place in
commensurate with the economic change that has taken place as the
result of reform and open door policy.

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The Issue of Amending of Constitutional
Articles Relating to National Unification

The Republic of Korea (South Korea) and the Democratic People’s
Republic of Korea (North Korea) were admitted to the United Nations
simultaneously on 17 September 1991. After this historic event, the
South and the North signed the Agreement on Reconciliation, Non-
Aggression, and Exchanges and Cooperation. Now it can be seen that
the two Koreas have entered a new stage of reconciliation and cooper-
ation. Taking these fundamental changes of inter-Korean relations
into consideration, some legal scholars insist on amending the Consti-
tution’s allegedly outdated articles relating to national unification.

The issue of amending constitutional articles mainly focuses on the
third article (national territory clause) and the fourth article (peaceful
unification clause). This is very controversial among scholars of consti-
tutional and international law.

It is crucial at this point to find the best and most reasonable solu-
tion which will make peaceful national unification possible. I think it
is proper to find the legal solution compatible with the direction of
Korean national unification policy by taking a phased approach. With
this point of view I suggest we adopt both a short-term policy and a
long-term policy in coping with the amendment issue. The short-term
policy means working out a new interpretation method capable of
harmonizing the logical conflict underlying the two problematic

articles. The long—terrh policy means amending or supplementing the
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constitutional articles by taking de lege ferenda approach. From a
long-term perspective, five alternatives may be considered. Among
them I regard only two alternatives as desirable. One is to formulate a
temporary limitation of territorial jurisdiction at the end of the third
article and to maintain the existing fourth article. The other is to com-
pletely amend the third article in order to comply with the changing
inter-Korean relations and support peaceful national unification legal-
ly and institutionally. .

In my opinion I prefer the second alternative because of the novelty
and appropriateness of its content; but notwithstanding its positive as-
pect it seems difficult for this alternative to obtain nationwide support
due to its unfamiliarity and fundamental revision. So the first
alternative is more likely to be adopted, but this also has some weak-
nesses in that it is hard to get much support from the dispersed fami-
lies living in South Korea. Whether any one is selected or not, national
consensus is the most important in constitutional amendment issues.
This is because national consensus alone will guarantee the legitimacy
and effectiveness of national unification policy which the Government

1S now pursuing.
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
