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Abstract

A Study on the Problems of Crime in Unified Germany

After unification, the problems of crime
in Germany are considered the

secondary (first, unemployment) sig-
nificant Social Problem. Therefore, in this
study, we tried to analyze crime problems in
Germany, which was divided into two areas,
that is, the old land(FRG) and the new
land(GDR).

For this, we applied two methods:
Macroscopic Perspectives and Microscopic
Perspectives. In Macroscopic Perspectives, we

used the political-economical-socio-cultural

factors and the formal crime statistics. And in
Microscopic Perspectives, we used crime vic-
tim survey which are composed the extent of
victimization and the reporting of crime to the
police.

Through this study, we could find out
the definite differences in two areas. But we
can't reveal the consistent differences. In
Macroscopic Perspectives, the GDR's crime
problem is more significant, but in microscopic
perspectives, the FRG's crime problems are

more.
